TIMEFRAMES:

Spring Internship (January — July)

A set schedule is required and will be developed after the
student’s course schedule is finalized for the Spring Semester.
Interns must be available daily once the Spring Semester ends
through mid-July and are expected to be available weekends,
evenings and special occasions including Memorial Day,
Father’s Day, and college graduation season. Students may
receive course credit during the academic year and a $2,000
stipend during the summer months.

Summer Internship (May — July)

Full-Time internships are also available from the end of the
Spring Semester— mid-July. Summer interns will be located in
either Cromwell or Hartford depending on the intern’s area of
focus. Interns are expected to be available weekends, evenings
and special occasions including Memorial Day, Father’s Day
and the college graduation season. Students will receive a
$2,000 stipend during the summer months.
